LESSON 7 On-The-Job Training

On-the-job training has been the world’s most common and most
effective way of training people for thousands of years—for all types
of skills, professions, and careers. Classes and Universities came
much later. It is also a most effective—but overlooked—method for
spiritual growth and leadership training in the church

A combination of teaching and on-the-job training was the method
used by Jesus and by the early church extensively. There were no
schools for church leaders, pastors, teachers, or missionaries.
Instead, pastors taught the Bible and members began serving almost
immediately—and they learned as they went.
